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UCU Application Procedure 2019-2020
1) On Tuesday October 9, 2018, the Study Abroad Fair takes place. It starts with a general information session at 13.30 hours in the Auditorium. From 15.00 hours onwards (until 16.30 hours) there is a Study Abroad Fair in Dining Hall with information about most UCU- exchange and some UU -destinations. The fair is meant for first and second year students who think about studying abroad in the academic year 2019-2020. 
2) Tuesday October 30, 2018. Once you have made up your mind and decided on your preferred destination, this probably raises more questions than it answers. 

The Exchange Exchange, organized by the Academic Student Council (ASC), taking place on Tuesday October 30, 2018, is exactly that: a chill, informal event during which you can meet returning UCU students that have been to the destinations or are here from those destinations to which you are thinking of going. Do you have any pressing questions, in need of advice or tips? Ask them!

So, exchange your questions for answers on October 30 in the UCSA bar!
3) Before or by Friday November 16, 2018 you must fill out and submit the online UCU-exchange application form. The link to the exchange application form can be found at the UCU Study Abroad page on the student intranet, or directly at https://fd21.formdesk.com/universiteitutrecht/outgoing_exchange. You can indicate on this form either UCU destinations, or central UU destinations. You also have to apply separately online for your UCU and UU destinations through Osiris. There you need to upload a copy of your UCU-application form documents in word or PDF format. This procedure has to be done also by Friday November 16, 2018.

4) In the academic year 2019-2020, more than 40 UCU exchange destinations abroad are available. All host universities are of outstanding quality and many of them have a Liberal Arts & Sciences profile. This makes it easier for the UCU Exam Board to approve all courses to be counted towards your curriculum requirements and graduation at UCU. Therefore students are encouraged to study abroad through a UCU contract. Each semester there are over 100 places available at UCU-destinations. 

5) You can apply for a UCU exchange partner and indicate a maximum of 3 different destinations. You have to submit the UCU-exchange application form (including the Study Abroad Study Plan 2019-2020, exchange motivation letter, CV and financial plan) to the UCU International Office by Friday November 16, 2018 at the latest.
6) If you decide to apply for a university wide UU destination, you can indicate the UU-destinations on your UCU-application form. You also have to apply separately for UU-destinations through Osiris by Friday November 16, 2018.  It is your own responsibility to arrange your study abroad through the International Office of UU at Heidelberglaan 6, but always inform the UCU International Office if you withdraw from going to a UU destination on exchange. You cannot combine UCU- and UU destinations at your UCU-application form.
7) When your UCU exchange application is approved, and you have been selected for a certain destination by the UCU International Office, UCU nominates you to the host university. You will be notified for a nomination before or by February/March 2019 by UCU. The first students who will receive a notification are the applicants for Fall 2019 California and Madison Wisconsin (in December 2018). The host universities each have their own application procedures and deadlines for admission. You will be informed by e-mail about the different host application procedures by the UCU International Office. For UU-destinations you will be informed by the UU International Office.
Guidelines for your motivation letter and CV: 

Please write an exchange motivation letter directed to the university of your first choice, where your personal as well as academic motivation to study at this particular university are showcased. We advise you to discuss your motivation letter with your tutor.
Additionally, please submit an English version of your curriculum vitae, including information about your studies so far, any jobs you may have had, and other relevant extracurricular activities. This information is important both for the exchange selection process at UCU (and, if applicable, at the UU) as well as at your host university. If you are doubtful about writing up your CV, please contact the UCU Futures Centre to see if they are available for a “CV check”-appointment. If you would like to make use of this service, please do this well ahead of the deadline to prevent any delays in your application.
